e> is used with verbs of the senses and a few others. Examples of these 
verbs are listed below:

swlem to smell mou] to call areh To learn 
[oh to touch nah] to believe c>mou to bless 
]ho to entreat sini e to shake hands Sini m> to ask 
cwtem to listen sari to hit hwc to praise
